CODE OF CONDUCT  
 

PREAMBLE: 
 

·  The Code of Conduc t of The King ’ s Sc hool West Rand  ac knowledges the Bib le as paramount in the 
tra ining  and  educ a ting  of our c hild ren. 

 
·  The Code of Conduc t of The King ’ s Sc hool West Rand  ac knowledges the Constitution of the Repub lic  of 

South Afric a  (Ac t No 108 of 1996),  the Nationa l Educ a tion Polic y Ac t, 1996 (Ac t No 27 of 1996), the South 
Afric an Sc hools Ac t, 1996 (Ac t No 84 of 1996), as well as The King ’ s Sc hool West Rand ’s Vision and  Mission 
Sta tement. 

 
·  The Code of Conduc t of The King ’ s Sc hool West Rand  informs learners of the way in whic h they should  

c onduc t themselves a t sc hool in p repara tion for their c onduc t and  sa fety in c ivil soc iety. 
 

·  In order to ac hieve this objec tive we ac knowledge that the following is important: 
 

- self d isc ip line and  obed ienc e 
- responsib le behaviour 
- mutua l respec t and  self respec t 
- basic  rights of educ a tors to teac h 
- basic  rights of lea rners to lea rn 

 
GENERAL 
 
Students of The King ’ s Sc hool West Rand  will a im to live ac c ord ing to Bib lic a l p rinc ip les.  Students a t The King ’ s 
Sc hool West Rand  will seek to live a  god ly life in and  out of sc hool in order tha t Jesus Christ will be g lorified  in 
everything  they do. 
 

PROCEDURES (PRIMARY SCHOOL – GRADE RR – 7) 

The heart of The King ’ s Sc hool West Rand ’s d isc ip line p roc edure is to mentor and  enc ourage behaviour tha t is 
ac c ep tab le. 

For positive behaviour or c harac ter tra its the following c an be used  to enc ourage the c hild  : 

·  An enc ourag ing word  or a  stic ker or a  positive written c omment in the books. 

·  A sc hool letter sent home sta ting  the positives. 

·  A b lue c ertific a te issued  a t a  spec ia l assembly. 

·  A visit to the Princ ipa l or Vic e Princ ipa l where they will get a  stic ker/ stamp for their exc ep tiona l work and  
will be made a  fuss of. 

·  A spec ia l trea t from the H.O.D. or Vic e Princ ipa l. 

 

GRADE RR – R 

In this phase when a  c hild  d isp lays nega tive behaviour they a re spoken to and  a  c orrec tive ac tion is put into 
ac tion, time out c ha ir, verba l warning and  instruc tion. 

If the behaviour persists or is of a  serious na ture, then the HOD and / or Vic e Princ ipa l/ Princ ipa l will be c a lled  in to 
ta lk to the c hild  and  help  remed ia te the p rob lem. 



Parents a re, if nec essa ry c a lled  in to d isc uss the way ahead . 

In a ll c ases the parents a re informed via  a  note or a  phone c a ll by the relevant parties. 

 

GRADE 1 – 7 

The Primary Sc hool has a  yellow c ard  /  red  c ard  system.  This is based  on the soc c er idea  of 3 yellow c ards resulting 
in a  red  c ard . 

A yellow c ard  c an be g iven for a  va riety of reasons : 

·  La te for sc hool or c lass 

·  Disrup tive behaviour 

·  Homework not done or books not a t sc hool 

·  Not adhering  to d ress c ode 
 

The first yellow c ard  is signed  by the teac her, the c hild  and  the parent.  The sec ond  yellow c ard  is signed  by the 
HOD, the teac her, the c hild  and  the pa rent.  This g ives the HOD an opportunity to advise the c hild  on the c orrec t 
behaviour or ac tion.  The third  yellow c ard  is signed  by the Vic e Princ ipa l, the teac her, the c hild  and  the parent.  
This informs the Vic e Princ ipa l of any behavioura l issues and  a  suitab le punishment (detention) is dec ided  upon 
whic h c onstitutes the red  c ard .  Learners may be deta ined  during  break or a fter sc hool.  If a  lea rner is g iven a fter-
sc hool detention, parents will rec eive 24 hours notic e in writing  and  lea rners will be kep t busy in a  c onstruc tive, 
supervised  way.  The idea  of this system is tha t a ll the parties involved  in the c hild ’ s development a re informed  and  
therefore a  more transparent and  open p roc ess is estab lished .  Serious d isc ip line issues need  to be referred  to the 
Princ ipa l or Vic e Princ ipa l.  These issues may result in a  meeting  or a  d isc ip lina ry hea ring with the Parents. 
 

 Meeting:  Parents and  educ a tors meet with the p rinc ipa l/ vic e p rinc ipa l to dec ide on a  c ourse of ac tion best suited  
to dea l with nega tive behaviour. The a im is to assist the lea rner in a  Christ-like way to make the right c hoic es and  
amend  his/ her behaviour. 
 
Disc ip linary hearing: All pa rties meet and  a re g iven the opportunity to be hea rd . If nec essary, a  med ia tor may 
lead  the p roc edure to ensure a  fa ir hearing .  The a im of the sc hool will a lways be to assist the lea rner and  guide 
him/ her towa rds reac hing his/ her full potentia l in Christ.  During the hearing  a ll pa rties will be g iven an opportunity 
to be heard .  The fina l dec ision will be made by the d isc ip lina ry c ommittee.  The d isc ip lina ry c ommittee c omprises 
the Princ ipa l, Vic e Princ ipa l and  Heads of Departments. 

 
Suspension 
 
After a  fa ir hearing  the Princ ipa l may suspend  learners from the sc hool, as a  c orrec tiona l measure, for a  period  not 
longer than one week.  The Sc hool reserves the right, but is under no ob liga tion, to suspend  a  lea rner for a  serious 
offenc e without following other ac tions, inc lud ing d isc ip lina ry hearing .  Serious offenc e in this c ontext would  be 
interp reted  to inc lude, but is not limited  to: 
 
1. Blasphemy, p rofanity. 
2. Conduc t tha t mimic s oc c ultic  p rac tic es. 
3. Physic a l a ttac k on a  fellow learner or sta ff member. 
4. Verba l threa ts or verba l a ttac k on a  lea rner or sta ff member (tha t has the potentia l to d isturb  the good  

order). 
5. Gross insubord ina tion towards teac hers or the administra tion. 
6. Possession of dangerous ob jec ts. 
7. Possession of dangerous/ illega l substanc es, spec ific a lly inc lud ing a lc ohol and  tobac c o. 
8. Possession of exp lic it or pornographic  med ia  or materia l, inc lud ing elec tronic  med ia . 
9. Damage to or theft of p roperty. 
 
Learners may only be suspended , in terms of this c lause, by the p rinc ipa l or the person in his p lac e in the event of 
his absenc e. 

 
Expulsion: Expulsion is very ra re in the Primary Sc hool, but where we a re not ab le to work with the parents, or the 
sa fety of the other c hild ren is a t risk, this may bec ome an op tion.  This will only take p lac e a fter a  very serious 
offenc e, or repea ted  less serious offenc es. 

 

PROCEDURE (HIGH SCHOOL – GRADE 8 – 12) 

Students a t The King ’ s Sc hool West Rand  understand  and  ac c ep t tha t they will work in c lose partnership  with the 
sc hool’ s educ a tors and  the Parents. 

Disc ip linary ac tion may inc lude, but is not limited (in sc ope or sequenc e) to : 

·  Verba l warning 



·  Written warning 

·  Detention 

·  Disc ip lina ry hearing  

·  Suspension 

·  Summary suspension 

·  Expulsion 

Verbal and Written Warnings 
 
The learner’ s parents will be notified  verba lly or in writing , of any offenc e and  may be invited  to meet with the 
relevant teac her/ HOD or Vic e Princ ipa l. 
 
SMS System 
 
Parents will be notified  da ily regard ing : 

·  La te for sc hool or c lass 

·  Disrup tive behaviour 

·  Homework not done or books not a t sc hool 

·  Not adhering  to d ress c ode 
 

 
Disc ip linary hearing 
 

·  When serious offenc es a re c ommitted  and  verba l and / or written warnings a re inadequate, the d isc ip lina ry 
c ommittee (c omprises p rinc ipa l and  Vic e-Princ ipa l/ s) will hold  a  d isc ip lina ry hea ring  before a  dec ision is 
taken on wha t sanc tion should  be imposed . 

·  The hearing  will be c onduc ted  in a  fa ir way.  The a im of the sc hool will a lways be to assist the lea rner and  
guide him/ her towards reac hing his/ her potentia l in Christ. 

·  During  the hearing  a ll pa rties will have the opportunity to be heard . 
·  The d isc ip lina ry c ommittee will make a  fina l dec ision. 

 
 
Expulsion 
 
Expulsion may be used  in the c ase of serious offenc es or a  series of repea ted  less serious offenc es. 
 

UNDERTAKING BY PARENTS: 
 
I rea lise tha t from time to time c hild ren take issue with ac tions tha t they do not agree with and  they a re p rone to 
c ritic ise sta tements out of c ontext. This being norma l for c hild ren, I undertake tha t should  suc h oc c ur, I will 
familia rise myself with a ll nec essary deta ils, and  where appropria te, I will c orrec t my c hild  and  support the sta ff.  I 
will approac h the c orrec t sta ff members to ob ta in a ll the nec essa ry deta ils. 

•   I/ We further rea lise tha t build ing  strong  rela tions with my c hild ’ s teac hers to a id  in the tra ining of my c hild  is as 
muc h my responsib ility as it is the sc hool’ s, and  I will p ray for the sta ff and  the sc hool p rogramme, c o-opera te 
with them in the d isc ip line and  ac c ep t tha t the sta ff will a ttemp t to d isp lay fa ir judgment in a ll matters. 

•   I/ We will lay a  sp iritua l founda tion through God ly example in the home and  support the sp iritua l tra ining  in the 
sc hool. 

•   I/ We will follow through with any work, assignments or c ommunic a tions to be signed . 
•   I/ We will undertake to ensure tha t my c hild  ab ides by the sc hool’ s times. 
•   I/ We will undertake to ensure tha t we will c o-opera te in tra ining the c hild  to respec t the sc hool p roperty and  

pay for irregula r abuse of same. 
•   I/ We will send  written reasons for absenc e or ta rd iness. 
•   I/ We will a ttend  a ll pa rent func tions, and  see to it tha t my c hild ’ s appearanc e c onforms with the sc hool 

regula tions. 
•   I/ We will assist in pub lic ising  the sc hool and  its p rogrammes amongst friends. 

I believe tha t the sc hool’ s sta ff will endeavour to p rovide adequate c are for my c hild  and  I absolve the sc hool of 
a ll responsib ility for mishaps, exc ep t for unc ontrolled  and  c areless supervision. 

I rea lise tha t a ttend ing The King ’ s Sc hool West Rand  is a  p rivilege and  not a  right.  It is my intention to ab ide by the 
dec isions and  support the d isc ip line of the administra tion.

After sc hool the c hild ren a re g iven a  well ba lanc ed , c ooked  mea l and  some juic e and  supervised  from 
13:15 (Grade RR – 3) 13:45 (Grade 4-7) -17:30.
